Altar Boys
The word "acolyte" comes from the ancient Greek word "akoloutheo" meaning to follow. An acolyte, therefore, is one who follows and attends upon the Bishops, Priests, and Deacons in the service of the Church. He is given permission to serve in the Sanctuary for the sole purpose of ministering to the Priests during Divine Services.

In the Latin Church, the acolyte was the highest of the minor orders, the others being lector (reader), doorkeeper (porter), and exorcist. The office of the acolyte was derived from the ministry of the deacon (from the Greek diakoneo, meaning to minister to or serve). It is first mentioned in the letters of Saint Cyprian, Bishop of Carthage, and Pope Cornelius ca. 250 A.D. The duties of the acolyte were to attend upon and minister to the celebrant Priest the cruets of wine and water for the preparation of the Eucharist, the symbols of his office were the cruets. Acolytes also served as letter carriers. Part of this ministry is carried over today in the Greek Orthodox Church whenever the acolyte brings to the Priest envelopes containing the names of those for whom prayers have been requested.
